
A regular meeting of the Shoshone Municipal Water Joint Powers Board was held at its Water Treatment Plant, May 13, 2013, at 10:00 a.m.

Chairman Miller called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. by asking for approval of the minutes of the April 8, 2013 board meeting.  Jim Hillberry made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 8, 2013 board meeting as printed.  Second by Don Richards.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.
A list of the bills was presented.  Chairman Miller asked for approval of the May 13, 2013 bills list totaling $58,732.23.  Bryan Lee made a motion to approve the bills as listed.  Second by Craig Sorenson.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.

Chairman Miller asked for public comments.  There were no public comments.
The Manager stated various contractor quotes and rates were received for chip sealing of the plant roads.  The board requested that the Manager obtain some additional information regarding chip sealing before the next board meeting.   Dwain Jackson made the motion to table action on the chip sealing of the plant roads.  Second by Jim Hillberry.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.
The Manager reported that the roofs on the pipeline buildings are in need of replacement.  Prices have been obtained for replacing the four roofs in the worst shape.  The four buildings are the Cody SCB, Byron SCB, PCS #1 and PCS #6.  The price quotes were Big Horn Roofing, Inc. of Cody Wyoming, $12,315, and Redd Roofing Co., WY of Powell Wyoming, $13,894.  There is enough money in the budget to replace these roofs this year.  Don Richards made a motion to hire Big Horn Roofing, Inc. to replace the roofs at the Cody SCB, Byron SCB, PCS #1 and PCS #6.  Second by Craig Sorenson.  There was discussion about roof warranties.  Jim Hillberry offered a friendly amendment directing the Manager to check on the thickness of the membrane and the cost of extending the warranty and allowing the Manager to extend the warranty if the cost is reasonable.  The friendly amendment was accepted by Don Richards and Craig Sorenson.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.  
There was discussion regarding the Manager’s appraisal.  The Board scheduled a work session at the Lamplighter Inn in Powell on June 7, 2013, 12:00 noon, regarding the Manager’s appraisal.  Copies of the Manager’s Appraisal Form were handed out.
The Manager gave an update on the AHU – Access Platform status.  Engineering Associates has drawn up the project.  They contacted six contractors and only four looked at the project, and only one gave us a price.  The one quote we received was from Miller’s Fabrication for $23,200.  Bryan Lee made a motion to accept the quote from Miller’s Fabrication for $23,200, and to authorize the Chairman to sign the contract documents.  Second by Dwain Jackson.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Jackson, Miller, and Hillberry.  NAY:  none.  ABSTAIN:  Don Richards.  Motion carried.

The Manager gave an overview regarding the status of the WAM-JPIC health insurance.  There was considerable discussion regarding the health insurance.  Don Richards made a motion to maintain the insurance coverage at the current level.  Second by Byran Lee.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.
At 10:29 a.m. Chairman Miller called for an executive session to discuss a personnel matter.  Don Richards made a motion to go into executive session pursuant to State Statute 16-4-405 to discuss a personnel matter.  Second by Jim Hillberry.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.

Chairman Miller addressed the draft Sick Leave Donation Policy.  Bryan Lee made a motion to accept the draft Sick Leave Donation Policy with the following language changes:  4)  The recipient of donated sick leave may receive a maximum of 160 hours per fiscal year from fellow employees.  5)  The donor of sick leave may donate a maximum of 1 year sick leave per fiscal year providing the donor has a minimum of 320 hours of earned sick leave remaining for his/her own use after the donation to the recipient. Second by Don Richards.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.  
The FY-2014 budget was presented and discussed. The Manager noted several changes. The FY-2014 budget will be presented again at the June 10, 2013 board meeting.
The Chief Operator handed out the Monthly Production Report and there was brief discussion regarding the report.  He stated that the April production was low.  The daily operation shift hours have changed from 8 to 10 hours on April 14th.  The annual EPA compliance testing for VOCs was completed in April, and the results were excellent.  The river run emergency operation exercise will be on May 15th.
The Manager reported water use figures for this April were down 20.3% over last April, and for the fiscal year the figures are down 2.96%.
The Manager reported that the Employee Benefits and Personnel Policies have been checked over with Bill Miller from the LGLP.  Updates of the Employee Benefits and Personnel Policies are currently being made.  
The Manager handed out to the board for their review the updated graphs for revenue predictions.
There was no other business to report.
