Chairman Miller called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. by asking for approval of the minutes of the May 13, 2013 board meeting.  Don Richards made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 13, 2013 board meeting as printed.  Second by Dwain Jackson.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.
Chairman Miller asked for approval of the minutes of the May 13, 2013 executive session and the minutes of the June 7, 2013 work session.  Jim Hillberry made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 13, 2013 executive session as printed and the minutes of the June 7, 2013 work session as printed.  Second by Bryan Lee.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.
A list of the bills was presented.  Chairman Miller asked for approval of the June 10, 2013 bills list totaling $142,798.55.  Jim Mentock made a motion to approve the bills as listed.  Second by Craig Sorenson  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.
Chairman Miller asked for public comments.  There were no public comments.
At 10:04 a.m. Chairman Miller called for an executive session to discuss a personnel matter.  Dwain Jackson made a motion to go into executive session pursuant to State Statute 16-4-405 to discuss a personnel matter.  Second by Bryan Lee.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.

The Manager gave the board an update regarding the chip sealing of the plant roads.  The City of Cody council, at its June 4, 2013 council meeting, approved our request that the city crews chip seal our plant roads and parking areas this summer.  The cost will be approximately $13,700.  Jim Hillberry made a motion to accept the City of Cody’s offer to chip seal our plant roads and parking areas for approximately $13,700 and to authorize the chairman to sign the agreement contingent on the City of Cody’s attorney’s approval and our attorney’s approval. Second by Craig Sorenson.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.

Chairman Miller addressed the Sick Leave Donation Policy.  Craig Sorenson made a motion to table the Sick Leave Donation Policy.  Second by Dwain Jackson.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.

The Manager presented a resolution to amend the current FY-2013 budget to accommodate the increased O&M charges that the United States Bureau of Reclamation (USBR) charged us this year on the water storage contract.  The resolution will increase the USBR line item by $3,000 from $47,600 to $50,600; there is a decrease in the Utilities line item by $3,000 from $172,700 to $169,700. There is no change to the bottom line of the budget.  Dwain Jackson made a motion to approve the resolution amending the FY-2013 budget, increasing the USBR line item by $3,000 from $47,600 to $50,600 and decreasing the utilities line item from $172,700 to $169,700.  Second by Don Richards.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.

The Manager presented and explained the proposed FY-2014 budget.  There was discussion regarding the budget.  Don Richards made a motion to approve the FY-2014 budget as presented.  Second by Craig Sorenson.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.
The Manager presented the FY-2014 wage brackets and step increases.  There was discussion regarding the wage brackets and step increases.  Dwain Jackson made a motion to give the employees a COLA increase of 2.1%, and to accept the FY-2014 wage brackets and step increases as presented, and to increase the Manager’s salary by $3,000 per year.  Second by Jim Hillberry.   AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Jackson, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.   NAY:  none.  Motion carried.
The Chief Operator handed out the Monthly Production Report and there was brief discussion regarding the report.  The annual Shoshone Municipal Pipeline BBQ was held on May 13th with about 45 people attending.  The River Run Emergency Operation Exercise was conducted successfully on May 15th.  The quarterly EPA Compliance Disinfection By-Products results were:  THM’s, 17ppb, and HAA5’s, 16ppb; the MCL is 80 ppb and 60 ppb respectively.  During the month of May over 120 3rd grade students from the Lovell and Powell schools toured the water plant.  The daily operation shift length increased from 10 to 12 hours on June 9th.
The Manager reported water use figures for this May were down 14.4% over last May, and for the fiscal year the figures are down 2.40%.  The old utility trailer will be advertised for sealed bid purchase.  The Employee Benefits and Personnel Policies have been checked over with Bill Miller, Local Government Liability Pool, and the Manager is in the process of updating them.
There was no other business to report.
