Chairman Mentock called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

Minutes

Chairman Mentock asked for approval of the minutes of the December 9, 2019 board meeting. Craig Sorenson requested a correction to the Chief Plant Operator’s report; sentence will now read ‘definitely in winter operations.’ Don Richards made a motion to approve the minutes of the December 9, 2019 meeting as corrected. Bills

Chairman Mentock asked for approval of the January 13, 2020 bills list totaling $75,495.41. There was brief discussion regarding the bills. Bryan Lee made a motion to approve the bills as listed. Public Comments

Chairman Mentock asked for public comments.  There were no public comments.

Proposed Updated Cash Reserves policy
The Manager distributed the proposed updated Cash Reserves policy.
Craig Sorenson made a motion to approve the proposed updated Cash Reserves policy. Second by Bryan Lee. AYE: Board Members: Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Mentock, Hillberry, Gonzales, and Holm.  NAY: none. Motion carried.

WYO-STAR I vs. WYO-STAR II interest (information only)

The Manager presented a spreadsheet comparing the last year of performance of both funds. There was brief discussion.

The board requested the Manager obtain information of what WYO-STAR II is invested in.

5-year and 10-year Capital Expenditures (information only)

· The Manager shared the Capital Expenditures project projections for the next five, and ten, years.
· The Manager discussed the status of submitting an application to the State Land and Investment Board (SLIB) for a State Revolving Fund (SRF) loan with principal forgiveness for replacement of the three emergency generators and the completion of the plant boiler upgrade project. We are not quite ready to meet SLIB’s January 20 deadline, but we will have all required information for the March application deadline.

Chief Operator’s Report
· The Chief Plant Operator (CPO) gave an overview of the Monthly Production Summary report and there was brief discussion regarding the report.

· Production was up 4% over November and 4.5% over last December. Chemical costs have dropped slightly as the quality of the water currently being treated is ‘good’.  Operations overtime was due mainly to the Christmas holidays.
· DBP and THM quarterly testing has been completed, with all results (THM – 21 ppb and DBP – 16 ppb) well within acceptable ranges.
· The CPO handed out a graph for each entity on their water usage for the last year.
Chief Pipeline Operator’s Report

· The Chief Pipeline Operator reported that the pipeline is running smoothly. There has only been one instance of ‘surging, when NRWD went online with their new Northend SCB pumps; NRWD fixed the problem by slowing down the ramp speed of their pumps.

· His work is in winter maintenance mode, including draining air vacs, exercising PCS’ and SCB’s valves, and completing anything put off during the summer months. Oil has been changed in all three emergency generators.
Manager’s Report

· WYO-STAR Interest for December is not posted yet. November’s interest was 1.548%.
· Water use figures for December were up 4.5% over last year and now only down 1% for the fiscal year.

· The Manager reminded the board that we had a premium holiday on our health insurance in December, resulting in a lower payroll cost for that month.
· The Manager requested a motion to advertise and sell the 2001 tandem axle trailer through sealed bid.

Bryan Lee made a motion to advertise the 2001 tandem axle trailer for sale through sealed bid. Second by J.R. Gonzales. AYE: Board Members: Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Mentock, Hillberry, Gonzales, and Holm.  NAY: none. Motion carried.
