Chairman Miller called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. by asking for approval of the minutes of the September 9, 2013 board meeting. Bryan Lee made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2013 board meeting as printed.  Second by Jim Hillberry.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Richards, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.  NAY: none. Motion carried.
(Craig Sorenson arrived at 10:07 a.m.)
A list of the bills was presented.  Chairman Miller asked for approval of the October 14, 2013 bills list totaling $ 99,728.30.  There was discussion regarding the bills.  Jim Hillberry made a motion to approve the bills as listed.  Second by Jim Mentock.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.  NAY: none. Motion carried.
Chairman Miller asked for public comments.  There were no public comments.
The Manager reported that Miller’s Fabrication began installing the AHU equipment access platform two weeks ago and finished installation last Wednesday, October 9th. One gate is missing that should be installed this week. Rob Croft from Engineering Associates did a walk through on the platform and recommended full payment to Miller’s Fabrication as soon as the gate is installed.
The Manager reported that Big Horn Energy has completed most of the electrical work for the boiler replacement project. Rawhide Mechanical removed the boiler to be replaced. They will begin installing the two new boilers next week and the project should be complete by the November board meeting.
Board members discussed the rate/fee increase scenarios distributed by the Manager. The Manager will bring his computer to the November board meeting so that the board members can look at and adjust scenarios with ideas in ‘real’ time. Board members will also present the fee increase possibility to their respective councils this coming month.
The cash reserves policy was discussed. The board directed the Manager to draft a new policy that reflects both the board’s current ideas and the Manager’s concerns.

Board members discussed nominations for the LGLP board. No nominations were made.

The Manager distributed the Monthly Production Summary report. Production dropped significantly in September because of the wet weather. This was the lowest September we have had since 2008.  The semi-annual River Run operations were conducted on October 2nd. Bob Martin, Integrated Solutions Engineering, was present to adjust programming concerns during the run. Bob is also currently working on next year’s SCADA upgrade. Personnel began eight hour shifts on October 13th.
The Manager briefed Board members on the rural water project in the Wapiti area of the North Fork. Northwest Rural Water District has been working with WWDC regarding the North Fork area, as there are now enough people living in that area wanting to put in a rural water system. The level one study has been approved by WWDC, but has not been awarded yet. Depending on the scope of the project, NRWD may want to discuss SMP’s involvement in the operations of the treatment plant if one is built. This project, if it happens, is still five to ten years out.
The Manager reported that WYO-STAR interest for September was 0.1379%; August was 0.1111%. Water use figures are down 18.92% over last September and down $25,000/10.42% over last fiscal year. The Byron Tank warranty inspection was done on October 1st and the tank is in very good shape. The Wyoming Game and Fish has done some work on their ramp near Corbett Bridge. The next board meeting will be on Veteran’s Day, Monday, November 11, 2013.
There was no other business to report.

At 11:29 a.m., Craig Sorenson made a motion that the meeting be adjourned.  Second by Don Richards.  AYE:  Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Mentock, Miller, and Hillberry.  NAY: none. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned.
