Chairman Mentock called the meeting to order at 9:59 a.m.

Minutes

Chairman Mentock asked for approval of the minutes of the October 14, 2019 board meeting. Jim Hillberry made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 14, 2019 meeting as printed. Bills

Chairman Mentock asked for approval of the November 11, 2019 bills list totaling $27,609.66. There was brief discussion regarding the bills. Bryan Lee made a motion to approve the bills as listed. Second by J.R. Gonzales. AYE: Board Members: Lee, Sorenson, Mentock, Hillberry, and Gonzales. NAY: none. Motion carried.

Public Comments

Chairman Mentock asked for public comments. There were no public comments.

Skid Steer Bid Award
Three bids were submitted in response to our advertisement for a skid steer track loader. At the bid opening on November 5, 2019, the results were:

Bryan Lee made a motion to award the bid for the skid steer track loader to Bobcat of the Big Horn Basin for $58,191.86 and to authorize the Manager to draft the payment check. Second by Jim Hillberry. AYE: Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Mentock, Hillberry, and Gonzales. NAY: none. Motion carried.

Chief Plant Operator’s Report
· The Chief Plant Operator gave an overview of the Monthly Production Summary report.

· Usage is down 28% from September. Annually, it is down 0.7% from last October. Chemical costs have dropped as well due to lower production/usage.
· Plant is in winter maintenance mode.

· The River Run went well, though there are still issues with one of the pumps. The electrician thinks it might be a generator problem and ‘dirty’ power. There was discussion of generator replacements, scheduled for the FY-21 budget.
Chief Pipeline Operator’s Report

· The pipeline is running well – the best it has all year.
· Pump problems during the River Run were somewhat corrected by accidentally discovering that the reset button, if held continuously, would restart the pump.

· The pipeline is in fall maintenance mode; he is working on alarms and batteries.

· The insulation project for Pipeline Relocation I and II is not possible due to the amount of moisture in them. We opted to purchase concrete blankets to use instead.

Manager’s Report

· WYO-STAR interest for October is not in yet. September’s interest was 2.119%.
· Water use figures for October were down 0.7% over last October, and down 2.2% for the fiscal year. 
· WAM-JPIC will have a premium holiday for January, meaning that personnel and the board will not pay a premium out of December’s payroll.
· The ad for the replacement crew cab truck ran last week and will run again this week. The bid award for the truck is scheduled for the December board meeting.
· Petty cash is increased to $200 as of this month’s bills’ list. We are finding that some month’s reimbursements put us over the previous amount of $100; this increase has been approved by our auditor.

· The LGLP board ballot will be on the December agenda.
Other Business

· J.R. Gonzales reported that Byron’s mayor is still interested in talking to the board about getting water to customers outside of town.
· There was no other business to report.
