Chairman Lee called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
Minutes

Closeout of the Pipeline Relocation II project

The project is complete and the final reimbursements have been sent in. We have received the final grant payment from WWDC and we are waiting for the final reimbursement from WYDOT. We can now send project close-out letters to WYDOT and WWDC.

Chief Plant Operator’s Report

· The Chief Plant Operator distributed and gave an overview of the Monthly Production Summary report.

· Production is up 1 million gallons/day over May, with related chemical cost increases. Treatment problems are mostly due to raw pH fluctuations, not turbidity as in past years. 
· Our lead/copper testing results are good; they are all below action levels. Byron and NRWD have shared their results with us; we are still waiting to hear from the other towns.
· Basically, the plant is in summer operating mode, with 12-hour days for operations.

Chief Pipeline Operator’s Report

· The Chief Pipeline Operator reported that the pipeline was running smoothly this last month until last night. Hopefully, that was an isolated incident.
· The Chief Pipeline Operator recently traveled to Colorado to pick up the vents for the Byron/Frannie tanks.

· Regular summer maintenance activities are ongoing, such as weed spraying and air vac and vault exercises.

Manager’s Report

· WYO-STAR Interest for May was 2.1072%. June’s interest is not available yet.
· Water use figures for June were down 1.4% over last June and thus down 1.4% for the new fiscal year. 
· The Bureau of Reclamation recently increased the volume of water released from the Buffalo Bill Reservoir from 4,0000 to 5,300 CFS. Run-off is finally here.
