Chairman Miller called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
Minutes
Chairman Miller asked for approval of the minutes of the July 10, 2017 board meeting. Craig Sorenson made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 10, 2017 meeting as printed.  Second by Don Richards.  AYE: Board Members:  Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Mentock, Miller, Hillberry, and Gonzales. NAY: none. Motion carried.

Chairman Miller asked for approval of the minutes of the July 10, 2017 executive session. Bryan Lee made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 10, 2017 executive session as printed.  Second by Jim Mentock. AYE: Board Members: Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Mentock, Miller, Hillberry, and Gonzales.  NAY: none. Motion carried.

Bills
Chairman Miller asked for approval of the August 14, 2017 bills list totaling $68,417.04.  There was brief discussion regarding the bills.  Don Richards made a motion to approve the bills as listed. Public Comments
Chairman Miller asked for public comments.  There were no public comments.

Auditor’s Report
James Seckman presented the FY2017 audit report and reviewed it, with special attention to GASB No. 68 requirements, and the included MD&A created by the Manager.

Craig Sorenson made a motion to accept the FY2017 audit report as presented. Second by Jim Hillberry. AYE: Board Members: Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Mentock, Miller, Hillberry, and Gonzales. NAY: none. Motion carried.

Update on the Pipeline Relocation II project
· The Manager reported that the bid opening took place on Wednesday, August 9th, at 2 p.m. at the water treatment plant. COP Construction was the apparent low bidder at $ 3,949,894.00. Wilson Brothers submitted a bid of $4,488,347.00. Those were the only two bids we received from the four pre-qualified contractors.

· As of Saturday, August 12th, Bill Spickelmire/RustNot Corrosion determined that COP’s pipe supplier, Imperial Pipe, did not meet specs. As of this morning, Imperial Pipe had withdrawn their portion of the bid. COP has the option to submit a new pipe supplier at no additional cost. We should know the results within the week.
· There was discussion of the pre-construction meeting, engineering specs, and pipe suppliers.
Bid Award

AYE: Board Members: Lee, Sorenson, Richards, Mentock, Miller, Hillberry, and Gonzales. NAY: none. Motion carried.
Executive Session

Chief Operator’s Report
· The Chief Plant Operator gave an overview of the Monthly Production Summary report. Chemical usage and costs are still up. We made an attempt to reduce chemical usage but the water was not cooperating. Water treatment is as costly as it has ever been for us.
· Annual IOCs, SOCs, and nitrate testing is complete. Results came back well within regulations. Next testing for SOCs will take place in 2020, per new reporting requirements.

· EPA has returned the 2016 sanitary survey to us with significant deficiencies in the vent pipes on the Frannie and Byron tanks. We did not budget to correct these this year as we had not heard back from the EPA. However, we can afford to do these corrections.
· Chad Bolken has passed his level one exam and is on his way to becoming fully certified.
· Personnel will go to ten hours days beginning August 20th.
Chief Pipeline Operator’s Report
· The Chief Pipeline Operator reported that the skidster has been re-rented and he will complete cleaning the lagoon that he got stuck in several months ago.
· Construction has started at the Oasis Junction. WY-DOT’s contactor, S&L Builders, Gillette, WY, has met with him regarding the Shoshone River Bridge.

· Summertime maintenance of valves is ongoing.
Manager’s Report
· The Manager reported that WYO-STAR interest for July was 0.951%. June was 0.841%.

· Water use figures for July were up 2.1% over last July. They are down 0.4% for the fiscal year. The amount of rain in recent weeks has reduced demand/production.
· The increased TEF amount of $11 went into effect on July 1st and was first billed on August 1st. This increase will provide an additional $160,000 income per year.

· Earl Edwards is scheduled to retire on October 2, 2017. No action will be taken to replace him until after his retirement.

· Chad Bolken is training on operations one day per week. His level one certification will be awarded in November, six months after his start date. If he passes the level two testing, his level two certification will be awarded on his one year anniversary, May, 2018.
· Tracy Copenhaver, our attorney, has been approached by NRWD to do legal work for them. Jim Hillberry suggested we obtain a letter from Tracy detailing prioritization of services.
